On 13* and 14* of November, 2025 a two-day National Seminar on the theme “NEP 2020:
Opportunities and Challenges in the Education System of Jammu and Kashmir” was organised
by Government Degree College Tral in collaboration with National Institute of Educational Planning
and Administration (NIEPA), New Delhi. The event brought together scholars, educators, researchers,

Ali Mir as the keynote speaker. Mr. Masood's presentation engaged with the constitutional
and international provisions guarantecing educational rights, linking them to the inclusive
vision of NEP 2020. He examined barriers to equitable access in Jammu and Kashmir,
including geographical isolation, economic hardship, gender disparity, and social prejudice.
He emphasized that the democratization of education requires structural and pedagogical
transformation. Highlighting the importance of learner-centered teaching, Mr. Mir advocated
for empathetic and inclusive practices that reflect the socio-cultural context of the region. The

and its relevance for regional policy discourse.

Technical Session II

Theme: Equity in Higher Education—Bridging Urban-Rural Disparitics through NEP

and infrastructural limitations. Despitc a GER of 30% in Jammu and Kashmir—higher than

the national average—Prof. Manzoor identified critical challenges including digital divides,

inadequate hostel facilities, and socio-cconomic constraints.

2020. Dr. Zahoor Ahmad Mir, Assistant Professor at Akal University, Bathinda (Punjab),

presented a paper titled “Bridging the Digital-Vernacular Divide: Evaluating NEP 2020

examined the challenges of integrating digital education in multilingual settings and

emphasized the necessity of inclusive digital infrastructure to achieve equitable learning

outcormmes.
